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Here are the areas of learning we will be studying under our Spring term theme.
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Creative Development


As artists we will: be looking at ‘Guiseppe Archimboldo’


We will create food collages, food portraits and use food for printing. We will also use line and tone to make observational drawings using pencil and pastels of still life fruit. 








Knowledge and Understanding of the World





As historians we will:  be finding out about eating habits and availability of different foods in the past. The children will compare a modern kitchen to an old kitchen, including equipment and cooking utensils. 





As geographers we will:  be investigating bags of shopping identifying and locating countries of origin using atlases and world maps. We will also taste various foods from around the world.





As computer technicians we will: use a variety of programs to create labels and make pictograms and bar charts. We will use the internet to research countries and foods.





As scientists we will: be looking at healthy eating and how to maintain a balanced diet. We will look closely at how ‘pushes and pulls’ are used in everyday life - linking this to supermarket trolleys, pushchairs and wheelchairs.  We will name the parts of a plant and investigate the best conditions for growth. The children will use these skills to grow plants from seeds.





As musicians we will:  sing songs linked to food - 'Food Glorious Food', 'I Am Hungry' etc and we will also be exploring pitch.








As designers we will: be creating recipes and cooking an array of foods. We will also be designing a 3D meal and a lunchbox. 








Personal, Social and Emotional Development


We will be continuing to follow our classroom rules. Making good choices and developing positive relationships through work and play. We will be considering the importance of diet, fitness and hygiene when preparing food. Another area of learning and social development will be to gain an understanding of food shortages in other countries and the importance of fair trade. 








Communication, Language and Literacy


As readers and writers we will: be looking at a variety of stories from different cultures and stories with a food theme. Our poetry will concentrate on using pattern and rhyme. A major emphasis will be placed on features of traditional stories, characters and structure of fairytales comparing and contrasting characters and settings. The children will bring the stories alive using role play and hot seating. We will read using our phonic knowledge and write in sentences using correct pencil grip and letter formation. 











Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy


As mathematicians we will:  follow the National Strategy for numeracy units which include: Counting and Understanding Numbers, Knowing and Using Number Facts, Handling Data, Measures, Shape and Space.
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During the Spring term we will also be studying the following:








SEAL:


‘Going for Goals & Good to be Me’


We will also be looking at feelings and emotions through stories and circle time activities.








RE:


In R.E we will be looking at ‘Relationships’ focussing on friendship, relating it to the friends of Jesus. We will also celebrate different religious events and cook and sample food related to these celebrations.





PE:


In PE the children will work with Mr Styles developing their skills using a variety of equipment and learning how to perform basic skills in travelling, being still, finding space, both on the floor and using apparatus.
