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Knowledge and understanding of the world


As geographers we will begin our trip in Wales; looking and learning together in a contrasting locality. We will plan a trip around the world using maps to help us find our way. We will find out about the Mountains of the world and places of our own choice. We will discuss tea plantations and economical sustainability.


 As historians we will: examine some artefacts and historical photographs from various countries and we will make judgements about events that happened in each of the countries we visit


As designers we will design and make slippers with a focus on our area of the world. We will generate ideas, clarify ideas for products, considering intended purpose. We will measure, mark, cut out and shape a range of materials and assemble, join and combine components and materials with precision. We will check our work as it develops and modify our finished designs.


As scientists we will investigate the water cycle and we will look at forces and plan experiments that test various forces. We will make predictions and draw conclusions from our findings.


As computer technicians we will use the internet to research places around the world and Word to improve our processing and editing skills. We will use Publisher to produce a news report of our trip to Plas Dol y Moch. We will also use Power Point to present our findings to an audience. We will develop our control skills using Scratch











Communication, Language and literacy


As readers and writers we will read the book- Around the World in Eighty days retold from the original by Jules Verne. We will research various cities and countries of the world. We will become familiar with the features of report writing and understand fact and opinion as it is used in newspaper writing and we will practice writing in a journalistic style.

As musicians we will listen to the music from various parts of the world and we will compose short dances. We will compose melodic and rhythmic phrases as part of a group, progressing to given structures.

Problem solving, Reasoning and Numeracy.


As mathematicians: we will be looking at data connected to populations and climate and we will carry out our own research and record our own data.


We will solve problems related to countries of the world and we will present our findings using various data handling.
